THE GOOD NEWS FOR ALL
Acts 10:44-48

[bookmark: _Hlk52448229]“While Peter was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit came down on all those who heard the message. 45 The circumcised believers who had come with Peter were amazed because the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the Gentiles. 46 For they heard them speaking in tongues and declaring the greatness of God.

Then Peter responded, 47 ‘Can anyone withhold water and prevent these people from being baptized, who have received the Holy Spirit just as we have?’ 48 He commanded them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they asked him to stay for a few days.” (Acts 10:44-48)

THE BIG IDEA: The Gospel is for all people and God is already working in the lives of those whom He is calling us to reach.

GOD HAS ALREADY ________________ THE HEARTS OF PEOPLE TO RECEIVE THE GOSPEL (GOOD NEWS)
· “While Peter was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit came down on all those who heard the message.” (Acts 10:44)
· There are broken, hurting, and lost people all around us that are searching for the very thing we possess a Christians…a hope that is found only in Christ!


THE HOLY SPIRIT IS _______________ TO ALL WHO BELIEVE THE GOSPEL (GOOD NEWS)
· “The circumcised believers who had come with Peter were amazed because the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the Gentiles. 46 For they heard them speaking in tongues and declaring the greatness of God.” (Acts 10:45-46a)
· Every person that trusts Jesus as their Saviour receives the gift of the Holy Spirit at the moment of their conversion in Christ.

BAPTISM IS THE FIRST ACT OF __________________ AFTER RESPONDING TO THE GOSPEL (GOOD NEWS)
· “Then Peter responded, 47 ‘Can anyone withhold water and prevent these people from being baptized, who have received the Holy Spirit just as we have?’ 48 He commanded them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ.” (Acts 10:46b-48a)
· A person who has truly accepted salvation through Christ will desire to honor Jesus’ command to be baptized.
· “As they were traveling down the road, they came to some water. The eunuch said, ‘Look, there’s water. What would keep me from being baptized?’ 38 So he ordered the chariot to stop, and both Philip and the eunuch went down into the water, and he baptized him.” (Acts 8:37-38)


THE GOSPEL (GOOD NEWS) IS THE ___________ TO BREAKING CULTURAL BARRIERS THAT HINDER KINGDOM WORK
· “Then they asked him to stay for a few days.” (Acts 10:48b)
· Fulfilling the Great Commission (Matthew 28:19-20) moves beyond just sharing the Gospel, to deepening relationships for the purpose of discipleship.
· When we are walking in step with the Spirit of God we can overcome our cultural barriers to experience true Gospel Community with those who are different from us.
