THE BIG IDEA: Jesus was, and still is, both Beloved and Betrayed because of who He is (the Son of God), and what He came to do (Give His life for us to be saved and become a part of the Family of God).
KEY VERSE(S): “8 She has done what she could; she has anointed my body in advance for burial. 9 Truly I tell you, wherever the gospel is proclaimed in the whole world, what she has done will also be told in memory of her.” 10 Then Judas Iscariot, one of the Twelve, went to the chief priests to betray Jesus to them.” (Mark 14:8-10)
___________________ PEOPLE WANT(ED) JESUS DEAD
· “The chief priests and the scribes were looking for a cunning way to arrest Jesus and kill him.” (Mark 14:1b)
· Throughout history people wanted a god, or gods, to serve their needs rather than a God to serve.
· Religion can never replace a true relationship with Jesus as our Lord and Savior.
[bookmark: _Hlk509086437]___________________ PEOPLE WANT(ED) JESUS GONE
· “Then Judas Iscariot, one of the Twelve, went to the chief priests to betray Jesus to them.” (Mark 14:10)
· People today want Jesus gone because He doesn’t fit their ideas of what God should be.
· Selfish people demand a god that exists on their terms, but Christ-followers come to Jesus to be changed according to His terms. (Romans 12:2)
· [bookmark: _Hlk66774370]Religion breeds a “me mentality” whereas the Gospel is all about the “we mentality.”
___________________ PEOPLE WANT(ED) JESUS HONORED
· “She has done what she could; she has anointed my body in advance for burial.” (Mark 14:8)
· [bookmark: _Hlk66774649]Honoring Jesus with every area of our life should be the priority of every person who calls themselves a Christian.
· Changed people want to see other people changed.
· “Then the woman left her water jar, went into town, and told the people, 29 “Come, see a man who told me everything I ever did. Could this be the Messiah?” 30 They left the town and made their way to him.” (John 4:28-30)
· “Many Samaritans from that town believed in him because of what the woman said when she testified, “He told me everything I ever
did.” (John 4:39)
Application:
· What are some ways I can honor Jesus with my:
· Time? Prayer, Bible Study, Worship, Church, Sharing my faith with others, etc.
· Talents? Serving in Church, Serving in the Community, Missions.
· Treasures? Giving faithfully and sacrificially to the Lord’s work.

· What did Pastor Checkerz mean when he said, “Changed people want to see people changed?”
· What are some things you need to do/change in your life to ensure you are properly honoring Jesus with your life?
