· “One generation will declare your works to the next and will proclaim your mighty acts. 5 I will speak of your splendor and glorious majesty and your wondrous works. 6 They will proclaim the power of your awe-inspiring acts, and I will declare your greatness.” (Psalm 145:4-6)
· When we speak about God to others it should inspire others to know God personally and in a deeper way.

THE GREATNESS OF GOD DESERVES OUR _______________
· “They will give a testimony of your great goodness and will joyfully sing of your righteousness.” (Psalm 145:7)
· God’s people throughout the generations have openly worshipped and testified about God’s greatness; we should follow their example.
· God can take your test and turn it into a testimony, your mess and turn it into a message, and take your misery and turn it into a ministry!
