· True believers listen to Jesus and do what he says.

· “And when they saw him they worshiped him, but some doubted. 18 And Jesus came and said to them, ‘All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.’” (Matthew 28:17-18)
· Our confidence in Christ isn’t based on subjective feelings, but objective truths

· “Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,” (Matthew 28:19)
· “Discipleship is not an option. Jesus says that if anyone would come after me, he must follow me.” Tim Keller
· Our responsibility is obedience, God’s responsibility is outcome.

LIVING OUT THE MISSION OF JESUS REQUIRES US TO:

· “teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.’” (Matthew 28:20)
· Our confidence isn’t rooted in our control, it’s rooted in our Christ.

Start sharing. Discuss in depth to create openness.
· How would you describe or define discipleship?
· Why is discipleship so important to the life of every Christian?
· How are you engaging in personal discipleship?
· How are you working on fulfilling the Great Commission as Jesus instructed?

Start praying. Be bold, and pray specifically. 
· Lord, I praise You for Your presence in my life. I thank you that you constantly remind me in Your word that You are with me. I pray that you would help me to grow as a disciple of Jesus, and that I would diligently pursue making disciples as I have opportunity. Help me to be a “Great Commission” follower, rather than just a “church-goer.” In Jesus Name I pray. – Amen
