WHO NEEDS SOME GOOD NEWS?
Matthew 24:14
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THE BIG IDEA: It is the responsibility of every Christian to proclaim the Gospel (Good News) of the kingdom to all people.

THE GOOD NEWS OF GOD’S KINGDOM MUST BE _____________________ BY ALL FOLLOWERS OF JESUS
· “This good news of the kingdom will be proclaimed in all the world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.” (Matthew 24:14)
· We must stop relegating the proclamation of the Gospel to the “professionals” and take responsibility for sharing the Good News of God’s Kingdom.
· “How beautiful on the mountains are the feet of the herald, who proclaims peace, who brings news of good things, who proclaims salvation, who says to Zion, “Your God reigns!” (Isaiah 52:7)
· Someone thought you were important enough to share the Good News with; who do you need to pay it forward to?

GOD DESIRES FOR ALL PEOPLE TO BE ___________ FROM THE CONSEQUENCES OF THEIR SIN
· “This good news of the kingdom will be proclaimed in all the world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.” (Matthew 24:14)
· Because God is not a respecter of persons He wants all people from every nation, tribe, and tongue to come to a saving faith in Jesus.
· “The Lord does not delay his promise, as some understand delay, but is patient with you, not wanting any to perish but all to come to repentance.” (2 Peter 3:9)
· Although many will continue to reject the love and grace of God in their lives, God’s love for every person compelled Him to send His only Son Jesus to die so that they could be saved.

THIS WORLD IS DOOMED FOR _________________________
· “…and then the end will come.” (Matthew 24:14)
· “The world cannot be reformed. There is no more fatal illusion to imagine that it can.” – Dr. Lloyd Jones
· “Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth had passed away, and the sea was no more.” (Revelation 21:1)
· Too many people are trying to determine when the end of the world will be, instead of focusing on the message of the Bible: Redemption is available to all who call on Jesus to save them!
· “For everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.” (Romans 10:13)
CONNECT GROUP DISCUSSION
Ice Breaker: Share about a time when you received some great unexpected news.
Start thinking:
· What stands out to you as you read Matthew 24:14?
· What does “Good news of the kingdom” mean?
· Who shared the Good News with you, and how did that happen?
· How does it make you feel knowing that this earth is headed for destruction?
Start sharing. Discuss in depth to create openness.
· What is the difference between saying “God wants all people to be saved” and saying “all people will be saved,” which is universalism?
· Why is it so important for each Christian to take personal responsibility for sharing the Good News of God’s kingdom?
· The early Christians faced beatings, imprisonment, and even death for proclaiming the Good News. What challenges do you face for proclaiming the Gospel?
· Who’s Your One? Who are you intentionally praying for, serving, and sharing the Good News with? How can you go beyond just sharing with your One?
Start praying. Be bold, and pray specifically. 
Lord, I want to thank you for loving me enough to save me from my sins. I ask that You help me to overcome any hindrances to me sharing the Good News of Your kingdom with others. I know there is an urgency to proclaim the gospel, so empower me to be a bold witness for Christ.
