FROM TROUBLE TO TRANSFORMATION
John 2:1-12

THE MIRACLES OF JESUS ARE ‘SIGNS’ THAT POINT US TO JESUS AND THE TRANSFORMED LIFE HE BRINGS US
· When God works miracles, or answers prayer in our lives it should result in a deeper commitment to being transformed by Christ.
· If we are not careful, we will project meaning and application into the Scriptures based on our life, our experiences, and our culture, that lead us to a false understanding of what the Bible actually says.

WE TRULY KNOW AND EXPERIENCE THE BEST OF WHO JESUS IS WHEN WE OBEY HIM
· “‘Do whatever he tells you,’ his mother told the servants. 
6 Now six stone water jars had been set there for Jewish purification. Each contained twenty or thirty gallons. 7 ‘Fill the jars with water,’ Jesus told them. So they filled them to the brim. 8 Then he said to them, ‘Now draw some out and take it to the headwaiter.’ And they did.
9 When the headwaiter tasted the water (after it had become wine), he did not know where it came from—though the servants who had drawn the water knew. He called the groom 10 and told him, ‘Everyone sets out the fine wine first, then, after people are drunk, the inferior. But you have kept the fine wine until now.’” (John 2:5-10)
· Oftentimes we do not understand how Jesus will resolve our problems, but as we walk in faith and obedience we see that He always does in a way that brings Him glory.
· “If you position yourself rightly through obedient submission to his agenda, He can flip the script and give you His best – even when you thought His best was a thing of the past. Jesus is the new wine, and some of His best work comes in the midst of our emptiness.” – Dr. Tony Evans
· “Jesus did this, the first of his signs, in Cana of Galilee. He revealed his glory, and his disciples believed in him. 12 After this, he went down to Capernaum, together with his mother, his brothers, and his disciples, and they stayed there only a few days.” (John 2:11-12)
· The blessing and benefit we have today as we read this story is that Jesus has now revealed Himself, His purpose, His death, and His resurrection to us in full!
· Let these words of Mary resonate within you as I conclude this message, “Do whatever [Jesus] tells you.”
· What is Jesus telling you to do today?


CONNECT GROUP DISCUSSION

Ice Breaker: Share about a time when you witnessed God answer a prayer in a BIG way. Or, when you may have witnessed a miracle.

Start Thinking:
· What do we learn about Jesus in John 2:1-12?
· How do we know that Jesus is the Son of God?
· What does the wedding miracle reveal about Jesus’ power?
· What did Jesus mean when He said, “My hour has not yet come”?

Digging Deeper:
· How have you typically handled unexpected problems in your life?
· How is your relationship with Jesus resulting in transformation in your life? (Share specifics)
· How does it make you feel knowing that in spite of troubles we may face, our best days are always ahead when we walk in faithful obedience to Christ?
· What are some things you believe Jesus is telling you to do in this season of your life?

Pray:
· Share prayer requests and pray for each other.
· Pray for our community to be open to the Gospel.
· Pray for our church, and leadership.
· Pray for our government leaders, and local leaders.
· Pray about anything else the Holy Spirit leads you to pray for.
