A DIVINE INTERRUPTON
Acts 9:1-31

WE ARE ALL ENEMIES OF GOD BEFORE CHRIST REDEEMS US
· It is easy to look at others who sin differently than us as the ones who need Jesus, but we all are in desperate need of the grace and mercy of God.
· “And you were dead in your trespasses and sins 2 in which you previously walked according to the ways of this world, according to the ruler of the power of the air, the spirit now working in the disobedient. 3 We too all previously lived among them in our fleshly desires, carrying out the inclinations of our flesh and thoughts, and we were by nature children under wrath as the others were also.” (Ephesians 2:1-3)
· If we received what we deserve from God we all would receive His wrath, but redemption in Christ provides forgiveness and freedom from our sin.

WE ARE ALL BLINDED TO TRUTH BEFORE CHRIST REDEEMS US
· The strategy of Satan is to have you believing you know the truth about life, God, and eternity, only to lead you into eternal darkness and suffering.
· “…the god of this age has blinded the minds of the unbelievers to keep them from seeing the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God.” (2 Corinthians 4:4)
· God’s love is greater than Satan’s deception, which is why He sent Jesus to make atonement for our sins.
· “I will rescue you from your people and from the Gentiles. I am sending you to them 18 to open their eyes so that they may turn from darkness to light and from the power of Satan to God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins and a share among those who are sanctified by faith in me.” (Acts 26:17-18)

WE ARE TRANSFORMED WHEN CHRIST REDEEMS US
· People may want to view you as the same old “sinner” of days past, but God says you are His new creation and the old you is dead and gone.
· “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has passed away, and see, the new has come!” (2 Corinthians 5:17)
· “Do not be conformed to this age, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, so that you may discern what is the good, pleasing, and perfect will of God.” (Romans 12:2)
· A person who has truly been born again as a Christian cannot stay the same as they were before Christ saved them.
· “Since you have put off the old self with its practices 10 and have put on the new self. You are being renewed in knowledge according to the image of your Creator.” (Colossians 3:9-10)

WE ARE MISSIONAL WHEN CHRIST REDEEMS US
· The glorious gospel of Jesus Christ moves us to be missional desiring others to know and experience the saving grace of the Lord.
· Jesus - “All authority has been given to me in heaven and on earth. 19 Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe everything I have commanded you. And remember, I am with you always, to the end of the age.” (Matthew 28:18-20)
· We are God’s “Plan A” for reaching the world with the Gospel of Jesus.
· “For everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved. 14 How, then, can they call on him they have not believed in? And how can they believe without hearing about him? And how can they hear without a preacher? 15 And how can they preach unless they are sent? As it is written: How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news.” (Romans 10:13-15)
· As a Christian you possess the power of the Holy Spirit to proclaim the Gospel to non-believers, to comfort the hurting, to encourage the discouraged, and to make disciples.
