Title: New Beginnings
(Matthew 9:14-17)14 Then the disciples of John came to him, saying, “Why do we and the Pharisees fast, but your disciples do not fast?” 15 And Jesus said to them, “Can the wedding guests mourn as long as the bridegroom is with them? The days will come when the bridegroom is taken away from them, and then they will fast. 16 No one puts a piece of unshrunk cloth on an old garment, for the patch tears away from the garment, and a worse tear is made. 17 Neither is new wine put into old wineskins. If it is, the skins burst and the wine is spilled and the skins are destroyed. But new wine is put into fresh wineskins, and so both are preserved.”
Main Focus: We can experience new beginnings by embracing the changes that Christ provides.
Christ provides us new beginnings by changing our: 
I. Practices (v.14) – what we do

· The law can only help us detect sin, but our savior defeats sin
· [bookmark: _GoBack]What we practice is what our life preaches

II. Perspectives (v.15) – what we see

· Our confidence in Christ is based on his objective truths, not our subjective feelings
· How we see could set us free


III. Plans (v.16-17) – what we follow

· The word isn’t only weapon, it’s our way
· The bible isn’t just meant to be learned, it’s meant to be lived

I. Surrendering 
II. Sacrificing 
III. Submitting
