ADOPTING A CHRIST-LIKE ATTITUDE
Philippians 2:5-11

HAVING THE MIND OF CHRIST REQUIRES HUMILITY
· “Adopt the same attitude as that of Christ Jesus, 6 who, existing in the form of God, did not consider equality with God as something to be exploited. 7 Instead He emptied Himself by assuming the form of a servant, taking on the likeness of humanity. And when He had come as a man, 8 He humbled himself…” (Philippians 2:5-8a)
· “Serving was never a threat to Jesus because He never lost sight of who He was. He knew His position with the Father. Similarly, when you know who you are – a son or daughter of God – rendering service won’t be a problem. It’s when you don’t know who you are that serving becomes a problem. When you are unsure of your identity, you’ll fear that serving is beneath you, that you’ll somehow be taken advantage of if you serve.” – Dr. Tony Evans
· “For the entire fullness of God’s nature dwells bodily in Christ.” (Colossians 2:9)
· “The Son is the radiance of God’s glory and the exact expression of his nature…” (Hebrews 1:3)
· “Now, Father, glorify me in your presence with that glory I had with you before the world existed.” (John 17:5)
· Jesus willingly emptied Himself of His divine privileges to be obedient to the Father on our behalf.
· What “rights” and privileges are you willing to give up for the sake of others and the advancement of the gospel?

HAVING THE MIND OF CHRIST REQUIRES OBEDIENCE
· “He humbled himself by becoming obedient to the point of death— even to death on a cross.” (Philippians 2:8)
· “For just as through one man’s disobedience the many were made sinners, so also through the one man’s obedience the many will be made righteous.” (Romans 5:19)
· Because of Christ’s obedience and sacrifice, we should willingly seek to be obedient to the Lord in every area of our lives.

HAVING THE MIND OF CHRIST RESULTS IN OUR EXALTATION
· “For this reason God highly exalted Him and gave Him the name that is above every name, 10 so that at the name of Jesus every knee will bow— in heaven and on earth and under the earth— 11 and every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.” (Philippians 2:9-11)
· “The God of our ancestors raised up Jesus, whom you had murdered by hanging him on a tree. 31 God exalted this man to his right hand as ruler and Savior…” (Acts 5:30-31)
· “Humble yourselves, therefore, under the mighty hand of God, so that he may exalt you at the proper time.” (1 Peter 5:6)
· As we live for Christ adopting the attitude that was in Christ, we should embody humility, that will result in our exaltation.
· “But we do see Jesus—made lower than the angels for a short time so that by God’s grace he might taste death for everyone—crowned with glory and honor because he suffered death.” (Hebrews 2:9)
· “Turn to me and be saved, all the ends of the earth. For I am God, and there is no other. 23 By myself I have sworn; truth has gone from my mouth, a word that will not be revoked: Every knee will bow to me, every tongue will swear allegiance.” (Isaiah 45:22-23)
· “I heard every creature in heaven, on earth, under the earth, on the sea, and everything in them say, Blessing and honor and glory and power be to the one seated on the throne, and to the Lamb, forever and ever!” (Revelation 5:13)
· There is nothing in all of creation that won’t give God glory at the appointed time.
